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Referee Info - Referee Laws

• Know all “18” Laws
• “No slide tackles for U8 and younger”
• Offside 

– “ Slow and Right than Fast and Wrong”

• Mechanics: …slow… flags

• Ask questions if not clear on a Law or 
Mechanic
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New Laws

• Law 5 – INJURY EXCEPTION: Injuries to 
players form same team have collided and 
need immediate attention
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• (July 12, 2010) Law 14 – PENALTY KICK FEINTING TO 
KICK THE BALL: Feinting to kick the ball once the player 
has completed his run-up is considered an act of 
Unsporting Behavior (Misconduct Yellow card). This 
includes stopping and waiting for a reaction from GK 
before taking the kick. 

i.e. once the kicker has reached the ball the kick must be 
taken without hesitation or delay. Referee is to allow kick 
to be taken. If goal is made goal is cancelled and the 
kick retaken. If goal is not made IFK for the opposing 
team where the violation occurred. In both cases before 
play is restsrted the kicker must be cautioned for USB.
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• (April 14, 2010) Interfering with 
Goalkeeper’s Release of the Ball: Law 12 
states player can’t prevent the GK from 
releasing the ball from his hands. Include 
when GK is bouncing the ball, running with 
the ball, in process of dropping the ball for 
a kick, throwing the ball. Punishment is 
IFK.

U6: ball is kicked in from spot where it crosses touch.  Two chances in case of two-touch
U8: player is given two chances to successfully execute throw-in.  Referee explains procedure
U9 and above: one chance to execute a proper throw-in

All kicks (goal, corner, kick-off, kick-ins) in U8 and below are INDIRECTNOTES:

Breaks: U8 and below: two (2) minutes between quarters and five (5) minutes at halftime
U9 and above: five (5) minutes at halftime

No slide tackles for U8 and younger. Remind coaches.

ex: 2 x 40 = two (2) 40 minute halves

Direct Free Kick restarts
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Do’s and Don’ts

• DO be respectful to Coaches and Players
• Don’t tolerate a disrespectful Coach

Procedure: (ASK, TELL, REMOVE) 

• DO enforce the Laws of the Game
• Don’t be blind to a foul. Make the call. 

• DO blow the whistle loudly and give 
direction for a foul, or give restart (drop 
ball) all in a quick timeframe.
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Do’s and Don’ts

• Don’t debate the Law book with a Coach 
or a player

• DO gently explain what you saw (short 
and sweet) and move on IF necessary to 
diffuse a coach

• DO be the Referee. Manage the game! 
See Law 5.
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Coaches Feedback

• Improved refereeing over last season
• Use hand signals. 
• Blow whistle with directional hand signal
• Assist little kids with throw-ins and what 

they did incorrectly – talk to them
• No Double kicks on kickoffs and restarts
• Enforce coaches box (technical area)
• U5: Enforce no GK rule
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Coaches Feedback - continued

• U5: ball placement for goal kicks
• U5: length of play is 4 x 10 minutes
• No Tackles from behind below U8
• Improved uniform and dress
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Weather – Hot and Cold

• Hot Weather – have water breaks as you 
see fit. Be on the safe side. Keep watch 
running. Do not add time.

• Lightning Detectors 
– When they go off (1 blast) leave field. 
– 3 blasts return

– Stop your watch. Note location on field for 
restart (dropped ball if on pitch).
